· 1 person per household signed up, more in attendance than this number.

· 27 community members signed up to speak (not all spoke)

Speakers Comments:

· Most speakers spoke in favor of A & B, but some questioned the idea of a turf field. 

· Pointed out that Option C deleted baseball field, need for baseball field
· Noted that Option C displaced people from the Mobile Home Complex

· Questions about the walking track being level

· Questions about how each concept will be paid for

· City Park not a Sports Complex

· Need tennis courts, few in the city.  

· Park is for residents of the city, not just for Beechwood

· Importance of park to families with young kids, and keep it multi usage

· Renovations need to be made, but need to be fiscally responsible among our money

· Questions about the Sports Turf being safe

· Reminder that if want to use a track Thomas More is open. 
· When updated park needs to be ADA Accessible to all parts

· One resident in favor of C:  track team at Beechwood 60+ kids, huge interest in running at elementary level.  Track would be open to community.  

Other Ideas from Marker Boards:

· Fitness Area:  simple timber and bar, example England Idlewild Park

· This was seconded, timber and bar par course that utilizes one’s own body weight for resistance.  Low maintenance, hard to vandalize.

· Concept C would the playground be able to scale back for a basketball court?

· Beechwood track is not locked, no gate at all

· Put with each concept a cost, payment plan, insurance costs, and maintenance cost into a table

· Nature Play:  New playground for A or B

· Please do the renovations as needed as the money is available. No debt!  Kids can play without us spending $5,000,000!!!

· A or B artificial turf

· A or B and no artificial turf

· Renovate existing buildings, keep it simple, and increase supervision of facility

· What about something for the senior community members, like an amptheater (this was 2nd and 3rd)

Speakers Comments:

· Can we use Reds Community Fund

· A few residents did not receive survey

· Speaker believed that city should not incur debt for any project

· Questions about Concept C cost and amenities lost with that concept.  Should have more amenities not less.

· One Resident for Concept C, spoke on 1/19 meeting.  Beechwood could offset costs possibly, work with parking issues, and make money hosting events. 

· Concept C lose community park feel and many amenities

· Residents liked A & B for upgrades and renovations.  

· Questions on content of the survey and why sent out

· Questions about how any of the concepts going to be payed for

· Park not to make money, and should be community park not complex for the school.

· Resident believes this meeting more open with answers to questions
